.SYNOPSIS...NEAR RECORD TEMPERATURES ARE EXPECTED ONCE AGAIN TODAY

WITH WELL ABOVE NORMAL TEMPERATURES CONTINUING ON SUNDAY. AN

UNSEASONABLY STRONG PACIFIC STORM IS THEN EXPECTED TO BRING WINDY

AND COOLER CONDITIONS TO THE REGION MONDAY AND TUESDAY.

&&

.SHORT TERM...TODAY THROUGH MONDAY NIGHT...THE MAIN FORECAST CONCERN

TODAY CONTINUES TO BE EXCESSIVE HEAT THOUGH HIGH TEMPERATURES ACROSS

THE REGION WILL GENERALLY BE AROUND 2-5 DEGREES LOWER THAN FRIDAY.

THE RIDGE AXIS WILL CONTINUE TO SHIFT EAST ACROSS THE ROCKIES INTO

THE NORTHERN PLAINS TODAY AHEAD OF A WEAK TROUGH SWINGING INTO THE

PACIFIC NORTHWEST. THE RESULTING HEIGHT/THICKNESS FALLS WILL LEAD TO

SLIGHTLY LOWER TEMPERATURES BUT VALUES WILL STILL BE WELL ABOVE

NORMAL AND SHOULD EVEN BE WITHIN 2-3 DEGREES OF THE RECORD OF 107 IN

LAS VEGAS. THE EXCESSIVE HEAT WARNING REMAINS IN EFFECT TODAY. THE

UPPER LEVEL CIRCULATION THAT MIGRATED OVERHEAD FRIDAY...

WHICH DESTABILIZED THE ATMOSPHERE ENOUGH FOR SOME ELEVATED

CONVECTION...COULD BE SEEN ON WATER VAPOR LOOPS MOVING EAST ACROSS

NORTHERN ARIZONA AND SOUTHERN UTAH THIS MORNING. A MORE STABLE AIR

MASS BEHIND IT TODAY WILL INHIBIT ANY CONVECTION AND THE MENTION OF

THUNDERSTORMS WAS KEPT OUT OF THE FORECAST.

ATTENTION THEN TURNS TO THE EASTERN PACIFIC FOR SUNDAY AND

ESPECIALLY MONDAY AS A TROUGH BEGINS TO DIG. SUNDAY WILL SEE

TEMPERATURES LOWER ANOTHER COUPLE DEGREES THEN SOUTHWEST WINDS WILL

INCREASE MONDAY AS THE SYSTEM BEGINS TO MOVE INTO THE WEST COAST.

THE MAIN IMPACT WILL BE CRITICAL FIRE WEATHER CONDITIONS DEVELOPING

ACROSS INYO COUNTY AND MUCH OF SOUTHERN NEVADA DUE TO STRONG SOUTH

TO SOUTHWEST WINDS AND LOW RELATIVE HUMIDITY. GUSTS OVER 40 MPH

APPEAR LIKELY FOR NORTHERN INYO COUNTY AND MUCH OF SOUTH CENTRAL

NEVADA. TEMPERATURES WILL ALSO LOWER A FEW MORE DEGREES.

.LONG TERM...TUESDAY THROUGH FRIDAY...GUSTY WINDS AND SIGNIFICANTLY

COOLER TEMPERATURES WILL BE IN STORE TUESDAY AS THE TROUGH QUICKLY

SWINGS INLAND ACROSS THE GREAT BASIN. FAIRLY GOOD AGREEMENT EXISTS

AMONG THE MEDIUM RANGE MODELS WITH THE TIMING AND TRACK OF THE

SYSTEM. THE LIMITED MOISTURE ASSOCIATED WITH IT IS FORECAST TO

REMAIN NORTH OF THE FORECAST AREA THOUGH THERE IS A SLIGHT CHANCE
THE SOUTHERN SIERRA COULD GET BRUSHED WITH A SHOWER TUESDAY MORNING.

WEAK TROUGHING WILL THEN REMAIN OVER THE GREAT BASIN WEDNESDAY

THROUGH FRIDAY RESULTING IN A DRY SOUTHWEST FLOW AND A SLOW BUT

PROGRESSIVE INCREASE IN TEMPERATURES THE LATTER PART OF THE WEEK.

.AVIATION...FOR MCCARRAN...SOUTH TO SOUTHWEST WINDS ARE EXPECTED

THROUGH THIS AFTERNOON AND TONIGHT WITH TEMPERATURES TOPPING 100

DEGREES BETWEEN 20Z TODAY AND 03Z SUNDAY.

FOR THE REST OF SOUTHERN NEVADA...NORTHWEST ARIZONA...AND SOUTHEAST

CALIFORNIA...THIN CIRRUS AND SOUTH TO SOUTHWEST WINDS CAN BE

EXPECTED THROUGH THIS AFTERNOON AND TONIGHT. AFTERNOON GUSTS OF 20

TO 25 KNOTS WILL BE OBSERVED ACROSS THE MOJAVE DESERT REGION.

.FIRE WEATHER...VERY WARM TEMPERATURES WITH SINGLE DIGIT AFTERNOON

HUMIDITIES WILL CONTINUE THROUGH THE WEEKEND. A STRONG PACIFIC STORM

IS EXPECTED TO BRING INCREASED WINDS TO THE AREA MONDAY AND TUESDAY.

THE WINDS COMBINED WITH FORECASTED SINGLE DIGIT HUMIDITIES AND DRY

FUELS CREATE A POTENTIAL FOR EXTREME FIRE BEHAVIOR. A FIRE WEATHER

WATCH HAS BEEN ISSUED FOR MUCH OF THE AREA MONDAY AND TUESDAY.
