EXPECTED TODAY AND WEDNESDAY. A WARMING TREND BEGINS THURSDAY WITH

HIGHS CLIMBING BACK ABOVE NORMAL BY FRIDAY. AN AREA OF LOW PRESSURE

WILL MOVE ACROSS THE NORTHERN GREAT BASIN THIS WEEKEND FOR ANOTHER

ROUND OF GUSTY WINDS.

.UPDATE...CLOUD BAND ASSOCIATED WITH THE UPPER TROUGH OVER NEVADA

OVER NORTHERN LINCOLN INTO CENTRAL NYE COUNTY WILL DIMINISH DURING

THE DAY AS THE TROUGH AXIS SHIFT NORTHEAST OF THE AREA. WINDS WERE

STILL PRETTY GUSTY IN MANY AREAS THIS MORNING BUT ARE STILL EXPECTED

TO DECREASE SOME AND SHIFT TO A WEST THEN NORTHWESTERLY DIRECTION

THIS AFTERNOON AND EVENING. THE FORECAST LOOKS TO BE IN PRETTY GOOD

SHAPE AND UPDATES ARE NOT ANTICIPATED THIS MORNING.

FOR THE REST OF SOUTHERN NEVADA...NORTHWEST ARIZONA...AND SOUTHEAST

CALIFORNIA...STRONG WINDS TO CONTINUE TO AFFECT PORTIONS OF THE

REGION THROUGH 18Z THIS MORNING BEFORE DIMINISHING. WINDS WILL

DIMINISH SOMEWHAT ACROSS THE REGION AFTER 18Z WITH MOST LOCATIONS

EXPERIENCING WINDS BETWEEN 15-25KTS. WINDS WILL TURN MORE WESTERLY

BY EARLY AFTERNOON WITH MUCH OF THE REGION SEEING NORTHWEST WINDS BY

LATE THIS AFTERNOON WITH SPEEDS UP TO 15KTS. SKIES WILL REMAIN

BELOW WARNING AND ADVISORY THRESHOLDS ACROSS MOST OF THE REGION AND

ALL HEADLINES WERE CANCELLED EXCEPT FOR THE WESTERN MOJAVE DESERT OF

SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY WHERE A WIND ADVISORY REMAINS IN EFFECT

THROUGH THIS AFTERNOON.

.PREV DISCUSSION...
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.SHORT TERM...TODAY THROUGH THURSDAY NIGHT...THE AXIS OF THE UPPER

LEVEL TROUGH WAS JUST CROSSING THE SOUTHERN SIERRA AT 10Z AND THE

BASE OF THE SYSTEM WILL CONTINUE TO LIFT ACROSS NORTHERN NEVADA INTO

IDAHO THIS AFTERNOON AND EVENING. NORTH WINDS ALSO PUSHED DOWN

THROUGH BISHOP AROUND 10Z INDICATING THE COLD FRONT WAS MAKING ITS

WAY INTO NORTHERN INYO AND ESMERALDA. IT APPEARS DOWNSLOPE

CONDITIONS HAVE NOT BEEN TOO IMPRESSIVE ALONG THE EASTERN SIERRA

SLOPES BUT GUSTS OVER 50 MPH WERE STILL BEING OBSERVED AT OAK CREEK
RAWS NEAR INDEPENDENCE. CONDITIONS WILL REMAIN FAVORABLE FOR

DOWNSLOPE CONDITIONS THE NEXT FEW HOURS FROM INDEPENDENCE TO

PEARSONVILLE BEFORE NORTH WINDS SPREAD DOWN THE OWENS VALLEY BEHIND

THE COLD FRONT. WINDS HAVE PEAKED DURING THE PAST FEW HOURS ACROSS

THE SPRING MOUNTAINS AND THE LAS VEGAS VALLEY. LOCAL HI RES

MODELS HAD A GOOD HANDLE ON THIS PEAK TIME PERIOD AND INDICATE

DOWNSLOPE CONDITIONS WILL CONTINUE THROUGH ABOUT 13Z BEFORE

DECREASING. THE WARNINGS AND ADVISORIES WILL REMAIN UNCHANGED AND IN

EFFECT UNTIL 15Z EXCEPT WESTERN SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY WHICH WILL

LIKELY SEE GUSTS AROUND 40 MPH THROUGH ABOUT 23Z THIS AFTERNOON. THE

ADVISORY THERE WILL BE SHORTENED AS IT PREVIOUSLY EXTENDED UNTIL 07Z

THIS EVENING. NORTHWEST WINDS WILL WORK THEIR WAY INTO SOUTHERN

NEVADA THIS AFTERNOON AND EVENING BUT SPEEDS SHOULD GENERALLY BE 15

TO 25 MPH. WINDS BECOME MORE NORTHERLY TONIGHT WHICH WILL BRING

ADDITIONAL COOL AIR SOUTHWARD FOR THE COOLEST NIGHT OF THE WEEK WITH

TEMPERATURES DIPPING INTO MID 50S TO MID 60S ACROSS MUCH OF THE

MOJAVE DESERT. NORTH WINDS WILL ALSO CREATE LOCALLY WINDY CONDITIONS

WEDNESDAY MORNING ALONG THE COLORADO RIVER VALLEY BEFORE DECREASING

WEDNESDAY AFTERNOON. WEAK TROUGHING WILL REMAIN OVER THE REGION

THROUGH THURSDAY NIGHT BUT TEMPERATURES WILL CLIMB SEVERAL DEGREES

WITH HIGHS BACK NEAR NORMAL THURSDAY AFTERNOON.

.LONG TERM...UPPER LOW DIGGING SOUTH OUT OF THE PACIFIC NORTHWEST

WILL BRING GUSTY WINDS TO THE REGION ONCE AGAIN FRIDAY AND SATURDAY.

THIS TROUGH WILL ALSO BRING SOME SLIGHTLY COOLER AIR WITH

TEMPERATURES EXPECTED TO BE CLOSE TO A FEW DEGREES BELOW

NORMAL...ESPECIALLY SATURDAY AND SUNDAY. MOISTURE IS EXPECTED TO BE

LIMITED AND ANY SHOWER/THUNDERSTORM ACTIVITY SHOULD REMAIN NORTH OF

THE AREA. WE WILL REMAIN UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF THE TROUGH EARLY IN

THE WEEK WITH TEMPERATURES CLIMBING BACK TO NEAR NORMAL BY MONDAY.

THE MODELS INDICATE ANOTHER LOW DROPPING INTO THE PACIFIC NORTHWEST

BY THE MIDDLE OF NEXT WEEK WITH WHAT IS LIKELY ANOTHER ROUND OF

GUSTY WINDS AND SLIGHTLY COOLER TEMPERATURES.

.FIRE WEATHER...RELATIVE HUMIDITY VALUES HAVE INCREASED

SIGNIFICANTLY OVERNIGHT ACROSS MUCH OF THE MOJAVE DESERT AND

SOUTHERN GREAT BASIN. RH VALUES SHOULD REMAIN WELL ABOVE 15 PERCENT

ACROSS THE SAN BERNARDINO COUNTY DESERTS THROUGH THIS MORNING THEN

WIND SPEEDS WILL DECREASE THIS AFTERNOON SO A 6 HOUR WINDOW OF GUSTS

OVER 35 MPH AND RH LESS THAN 15 PERCENT IS NO LONGER EXPECTED. GUSTY

SOUTHWEST WINDS AND LOW RH OVER EASTERN LINCOLN COUNTY AND MUCH OF

NORTHWEST ARIZONA SHOULD STILL SUPPORT RED FLAG CONDITIONS FROM NOON

THROUGH THIS EVENING AND A RED FLAG WARNING REMAINS IN EFFECT FOR

THESE ZONES.
