OVER CENTRAL AND NORTHERN NEVADA OVERNIGHT AND WILL CONTINUE TO

PROVIDE SOME DYNAMIC SUPPORT TODAY. ANOTHER FEATURE WHICH MAY COME

INTO PLAY FOR SOUTHEAST CALIFORNIA AND SOUTHERN NEVADA SATURDAY IS A

CIRCULATION OVER THE SOUTHERN GULF OF CALIFORNIA WHICH IS FORECAST

TO LIFT TO THE NORTHWEST OVER THE NEXT 36 HOURS. THE NAM INDICATES

IT WILL HAVE MORE EFFECT ON CONVECTION THAN THE GFS. WE WILL HAVE TO

KEEP AN EYE ON IT. CONSIDERING THE THUNDERSTORM ACTIVITY WE HAVE

SEEN THE PAST COUPLE EVENINGS AND THE CONTINUED MEDIUM GRADE

MONSOONAL FLOW OVER THE REGION THROUGH THE WEEKEND...A SLIGHT CHANCE
OF THUNDERSTORMS WAS ADDED TO MUCH OF THE FORECAST AREA INCLUDING

THE LAS VEGAS VALLEY EACH DAY. THE MOST FAVORABLE LOCATIONS WILL BE

THE MOUNTAINS AND AREAS THAT WILL BE DOWN STREAM OF A SOUTHERLY FLOW
OFF THE HIGHER TERRAIN THOUGH OUTFLOW BOUNDARY INTERACTION WILL COME

INTO PLAY DURING THE LATE AFTERNOON AND EVENING HOURS.

.LONG TERM...MONDAY THROUGH THURSDAY...HIGH PRESSURE CENTERED JUST

EAST OF THE FOUR CORNERS ON MONDAY WILL FLATTEN AND SLIDE SLIGHTLY

TO THE SOUTHEAST AS AN UPPER LOW FORMS OFF THE CENTRAL CA COAST BY

WEDNESDAY. OPERATIONAL MODELS THEN KEEP THE LOW OFFSHORE THROUGH THE

REMAINDER OF THE WEEK. THE OVERALL FLOW DOES NOT NECESSARILY LEAD TO

ANY NEW MOISTURE ADVECTION OR ANY DECREASE OF MOISTURE ALREADY IN

PLACE...SO DO NOT EXPECT MUCH DAY TO DAY CHANGE IN WEATHER THROUGH

THE EXTENDED. MODELS INDICATE JUST ENOUGH INSTABILITY EACH DAY TO

WARRANT AT LEAST A SLIGHT CHANCE OF THUNDERSTORMS ACROSS THE

REGION...SO HAVE KEPT THE EXISTING FORECAST LARGELY INTACT...CALLING

FOR A DAILY CHANCE OF AFTERNOON/EARLY EVENING THUNDERSTORMS OVER

HIGHER ELEVATIONS. WILL HAVE TO MAKE ADJUSTMENTS FOR LOWER

ELEVATIONS IN TIME AS FINER DETAILS EMERGE. WINDS WILL BE RELATIVELY

LIGHT OUTSIDE OF ANY STORM INFLUENCE..AND TEMPERATURES WILL BE NEAR
