The J. D. Smith station in Las Vegas exceeded the 8-hour ozone National Ambient Air Quality Standard on a day that nearby sites on the east side of the valley had high ozone concentrations approaching the Standard. The cause of this unusual ozone impact was precursor material arriving in Las Vegas that was created in a mulch pit waste fire on the Moapa Paiute tribal land near the Valley of Fire east of Las Vegas.
